


WHAT SHOULD A CLIENT EXPECT FROM A HOUSE INSPECTION?


INFORMATION FOR THE CLIENT





We are about to embark on a House Inspection.  This journey will include a thorough visual inspection and review of  the house systems as described in our contract.  Inspection time will average between two-and-a-half and three hours for a four-bedroom, three-bathroom or smaller house.  Larger houses or houses with additions or major problems may require additional time and/or fees.





A house inspector is a generalist  who identifies visible existing conditions.  The inspector must look at hundreds of items during each inspection.  Any specific concerns the client may have regarding the property should be brought to the inspector’s attention prior to the start of the inspection so they can be responded to appropriately.  It should not be expected that every joint and connection, out of  thousands in a house, will be inspected.  You should expect to receive an accurate overview of  the condition of the house systems observed  at the time of inspection as described in the contract.  If you expect the inspector to predict the future performance of any system, or if  you desire anything but an honest opinion of the conditions observed at the time of inspection, please do not hire this firm.





It is your responsibility to determine your personal level of acceptability of conditions in the house.  The inspector is not a repairman or engineer -- he only states what he observes.  Verbal cost estimates are never given unless specifically requested, and then at best are just off-the-wall guesses with referral to the appropriate tradesman.  The inspector is not concerned with what you decide to do about a condition, but what you understand about the condition.





This firm provides supplemental inspection services in addition to the basic house inspection that you may desire or the inspector may recommend as a result of this inspection. If further inspection is recommended, the reasons will be detailed in the report and discussed on the inspection site.  Other firms are also qualified to perform these inspections.





Prior to the start of the inspection, you are asked to sign a service contract with our firm.  This contract MUST be signed before the written inspection report is released.   Please read the contract carefully as it limits our liability.  Also, please be aware that we reserve the right of first inspection if questions arise.  If you have any questions after reviewing the inspection report, please call us and ask.  Responding to your questions is part of the service.
